The Cost of Discipleship 

 

     Sometime ago, I was talking to an individual about the importance of church and 

worship. The individual replied, ñI would go to church but I just have a difficult time 

getting up on Sunday morning.ò I found the comment rather odd given the fact the person 

must be at their job by 9:00 am. 

     If the truth be told, the cost of discipleship is very steep. There is a cost to become a 

disciple of Jesus Christ. It involves renunciation and dedication. However, it also 

involves being committed to serve and to follow.  

     Becoming a committed Christian is a lifestyle that takes plenty of time, prayer, and 

patience. It does not happen over night. It is a lifestyle thatôs been cultivated over time 

with plenty of dedication to Christ and all things holy. 

     The first step in following Christ involves making up oneôs mind to do so. In other 

words, it involves making a decision to follow Christ.

The life that is growing, thriving, and flourishing is the life where total surrender is 

present and Christ and the Holy Spirit is leading the way. 

     The third step involves gathering up ones loyalties. People are loyal to various things 

and the things to which we are loyal to hold our time and our attention. Homes, cars, 

money, businesses, friends, and a million other things, are all things that want our time 

and attention. These things have their proper place however when these things consume 

our lives to the point that we are blinded by these things, thatôs when we 

are in serious trouble.  True Christians must be loyal to the cause of 

Christ, Christôs church, and Christôs mission of spreading the Good 

News throughout the world. The cost of discipleship is high however, it 

is a life filled with joy and peace that only Christ could offer.

 You must complete a background check.  To do so, see Earl Jaques.  All 
information will be kept strictly confidential.  Next, plan to attend our Safe Sanctuary 
Workshop on Saturday, August 14, at 9:30 a.m. at St. Georges UMC.  Last, if you are not 
certified to perform CPR, join us Tuesday evening, August 17, at 6:00 p.m. for a CPR
